The world of the action sport photographer is one of constant devotion and unfailing 
passion.

Photographs 
can inspire, enrage, make you laugh, make you cry or take your breath away.  As a 

tribute to the individuals that do it best we invite action sports and lifestyle 
photographers from all around the world to submit their work for an opportunity to 

come to Whistler BC, during the 2007 TELUS Wor ld Ski & Snow board Fest ival to 
showcase their talents for an audience of sports enthusiasts, media and industry 

professionals….and a chance to win a $10,000 cash pr ize. 
 
 
 
Ent ry Procedur e and  Overview  
 

1. All Interested action sport/action lifestyle photographers are asked to submit a DVD 
containing a 3 minute slide show of your images set to music. For considerat ion t he 
DVD m ust  arr ive at  t he Fest ival Of f ice no later  t hen February 11t h, 2007 ( pr ior  
t o 5pm)  If your images are not already in digital format, they must be scanned at 1024 
(w idt h)  x  768 ( height )  p ixels. All files should be JPG format. The DVD should offer a 
broad scope of your action sport/lifestyle photography portfolio and must be set to 
music.  Your DVD should be reflective of a 9 minute presentation should you be chosen 
as a finalist to present your work in Whistler on Wednesday April 18th at the 2007 TELUS 
World Ski & Snowboard Festival.   

 
 

 
2. DVDs must not be copy protected, as we will need to burn multi copies for our review 

panel. If photographers are not comfortable with the Festival copying their work, please 
send 8 copies with your submission. 

 



3. All entries are anonymous; therefore DVDs containing your show must be free from any 
features such as names or logos that may identify the photographer. 

 
4. Phot ographers m ust  also send an addit ional CD containing t he f ollow ing 

informat ion. Please note t hat  ent r ies w i ll  not  be considered unless t he 
fol low ing informat ion accompanies. 

 
a. Head Shot (300dpi, jpeg format) 
b. Short Bio 
c. Completed Photographer Agreement / Photographer Image Release Form 

(download from www.whistler2007.com) 
d. Promotional Photo that can be posted on our website.  

 
Should you be chosen as a finalist to present at the Pro Photo Showdown in Whistler we 
will use the Promotional Photo on our website, in event posters, program guides and 
send it to media publications with a press release announcing finalists. Please list all 
appropriate photo credits (athlete, etc.) and we will ensure these are included in any 
publication of the Photo (300 dpi, jpeg format) 
 

5. Submitted DVDs will not be returned to the photographer. Images will not be published 
anywhere without prior consent of the photographer. 
 

6. Photographers are welcome to use any software platform for preparing their show 
(Keynote, Power Point, Final Cut Pro, etc.), however slide shows must be submitted on a 
DATA DVD. 

 
7. Photographers should note that submissions will be judged on the quality of the 

photographs in addition to the overall presentation itself. Photographers are encouraged 
to maintain the integrity of their original images, however, the following corrections are 
permitted when film is being scanned to digital: 

 
a. Digital or scanning cast may be removed. 
b. Color in images captured on film can be corrected to the original quality. 
c. Brightness may be adjusted to reflect original images. 

 
 

A selection committee comprised of key industry figures will choose five finalists who will be 
notified on March 1st, 2007 to present 9 minutes of their work in Whistler during the TELUS 
World Ski & Snowboard Festival on Wednesday April 18th, 2007. Entries should be indicative of 
the show that you would present.

PRO PHOTOGRAPHER SHOWDOWN FI NALI ST Ð Rul es and  Regul at ions 
 
1. All shows must be prepared on a DATA DVD. Photos should be preset to music. 
 
2. If scanning slide images to digital they must be scanned no greater than 768x1024 Pixels. 
Digital images must also not be larger than this size otherwise they will not fit on the screen. 
 
3. All images whether originating from digital capture or film cannot  be d ig it al ly enhanced 
nor  manipulat ed in any w ay. The following corrections are allowed: 
 

- Digital or scanning cast may be removed 
- Color in images captured in film can be corrected to the original. It may not be altered in 

any other way other than reflect the original image. 
- Brightness maybe adjusted to reflect the original image. 

 
4. All photographers are reminded that the Pro Photographer Showdown is about the pure art of 
photography and the ability to capture the transcending action sport lifestyle moments on film. 
Judging is based on that philosophy. Therefore, artificially manipulated images are not permitted. 
Title images are allowed, however they are subject to the following guidelines: 
 

- Text may appear with/over photograph to announce location, event etc  
- �O pening and closing images with photographer’s name/hometown are encouraged and 

these may be produced with PowerPoint. 
- �N o additional symbols or graphics may appear. 
- �O veruse of title slides is discouraged and may be penalized by the judges. 
- Using music or audio to accompany the show is strongly suggested. The candidate must 

include music/audio within their DVD photo presentation. The Festival or 
Producer’s Office will not take any responsibility for music licensing, and will not publish    
musical scores in promotional campaigns without proper licensing. 

 
6. The Pro Photographer Showdown is scheduled for Wednesday April 18th, 2007 

 

 



Please Not e:  If chosen as a finalist for the 2007 Pro Photo Showdown you will not be allowed 
to enter again until 2009.  If chosen as winner and Best of Show for the 2007 Pro Photo 
Showdown you will not be allowed to enter again until 2010.  These rules have been applied to 
keep the Pro Photographer Showdown competition fresh and diverse. 
 
 
 
SHOW FORMAT 
 
1. The candidates will be allowed a maximum of NINE (9) minutes to show their work. 
The projector will be cut off at nine minutes exactly. NO EXCEPTIONS. 
 
2. Photographers may show as many or as few photographs as they wish during their 
presentation. The photographers are able to control the speed of their presentation when 
formatting the presentation DVD. 
 
3. All photographs must be the photographer’s own work. 
 
4. Artificially manipulated images or digital enhancements are prohibited and any such finding will 
result in an immediate disqualification of the photographer. 
 
5. There will be approximately five minutes set aside between presentations for set-up and 
introductions. Photographers must be ready to go when called by the announcer at the end of 
this break. 
 
6. The order of presenting photographers is determined by a random draw. Finalists will be 
notified of their presenting prior to the event. Photographers may not trade positions once their 
order has been determined. 
 
7. There will be a mandatory meeting prior to the show with all of the presenting photographers, 
the Commissioner for the Photography Events, and the Producer. 
 
8. Each presenting photographer will be allotted 30 minutes on the afternoon of the show (Wed. 
April 18th, 2007) for rehearsals. The order of the rehearsals will depend on the presenting order. 
 
9. Photographers must personally present their work. Substitute or stand-in presenters are not 
allowed. 
 
10. Portions of the Pro Photographer Showdown may be filmed for use in a television production 
featuring the Pro Photography and Film events. 
 
 
TECHNI CAL 
1. All shows will be produced by the photographer on DVD. DVD software is at the discretion of 
the photographer. 
 
2. The Producers will provide technical assistance with show production. Assistance will be 
available on Sunday, Monday and Tuesday. The photographers MUST ADVISE the Producer’s 
office in advance is they wish to take advantage of this assistance. Please note that the rehearsal 
time does not give you adequate time to produce the show. 
 
3. Presenting photographers will be notified in advance of projection system and screen size to 
ensure that images are sized appropriately. 



 
4. A state of the art sound system will play the accompanying music. Musical score must be 
included on DVD. 
 
5. All photographers must complete a test run of their show and images through the projector 
during the mandatory equipment check/ rehearsal. This is essential to ensure that the 
photographer has previewed the scanned images as they will be shown. Photographers may add 
new images (provided these were part of the slides submitted originally) to their shows after the 
test run. Photographers who decline to participate in the test run will be allowed to show their 
work in the event, however the photographer has been advised that this may have a negative 
effect on the quality of their presentation. 
 
 
JUDGI NG AND AWARDS 
 
1. A panel of 5-7 judges will be selected by TELUS World & Ski Snowboard Festival event team to 
select the Best of Show. 
 
2. Judges will take no notes during the presentations and will not discuss presentations with 
anyone, including other judges, until after their final decision(s) have been rendered. 
 
3. At the conclusion of the final presentation, judges will cast a single vote for Best of 
Show using only their best opinion. There are no pre-det ermined cr it er ia for  cast ing 
vot es. 
 
4. Judges will write their choice for Best of Show on a ballot and a count will be made. 
The count and each judge’s voting record will be kept confidential among the Judges. 
 
5. A photographer must receive at least 50% +1 votes to win. If no photographer receives 50% 
+ 1 votes in the first round, all judges will re-vote until a winner is selected. There will be no 
discussion among the judges during this time about the presentations. 
 
6. The winner of the Showdown will receive a grand prize of $10,000.00. 
 
7. No other awards will be given and no other ranking will be established. 
 
8. In the event of any unforeseen circumstances or anything not covered by the rules, the judges 
will decide by majority vote. Their decision(s) are final and may not be appealed. 
 
9. The TELUS World Ski & Snowboard Festival will decide on any unforeseen circumstances or 
anything not covered by the rules that could have significant financial and/or legal consequences. 
Such decisions will supersede any ruling by the judges.
